T is the special purpose of this issuce of “ The Miltonian” to record a

tory, the unveiling by H.R.IT. the Prince of Wales of the Roll of Honowm
of the Miltonians who fell in the Great War.

The proceedings were characterised by a simplicity and revercnce
wholly in keceping with the.spirit of the occasion.

His Royal Mighness, who was accompanied by His Excellency the
Governor and Admiral Halsey, was met at the School gates by the 1lead-
master.

As he entered the Quadrangle the bugles sounded the Royal Salute, the
Royal Pennant was unfurled, the Guard of Honour presenting arms

The Prince inspected the Guard and then entered the Beit Tl
taking his place on the dais adjoining the Mcemorial, the Guard o
Honour forming up in line in front and in rear of the dais.

On the stage were grouped the near relatives of the Fallen; the
School, Past and Present, occupied the floor of the hall.

The Memorial Service opened with the singing of Arkwright’s nohl
hymn, ** The Supreme Sacrifice,” by the whole School.  No nobld
warrior’'s Requiem has been written: the haunting beauty of the ward
the poignant sadness of its music scemed to touch the very heart stiings
as the clear boy voices swelled and fell in unison.

Then the Prince, speaking with deep feeling, addressed the Schoal

“] am very glad of this opportunity of paying a tribute to th
memory of those Miltonians who fell in the Great War.

Here at Milton, since the foundation of the School, a fine tradition
has been gradually built up, and your record, as regards Rhodes’ «hol.
arships, general efficiency and sport is, | know, one of which any Sch il
might well be proud. Those whose loss we deplore and whose nam s
here commemorated have in the spirit of the School motto given you
tradition which will stand you in good stead in the years to com«.
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I now unveil this memoxrial which, bearing the names of those gallant
Miltonians who died that we might live, will, I trust, forever enshrine
their spirit of devotion and sacrifice in the School they loved so well.”

Stepping forward, the Prince removed the flag veiling the Memorial,
the DBugles sounded the * Last Post,” and the School stood to
attention.

Silence was observed for one minute.  The Venerable Archdeacon
Iarker then dedicated the Memorial :—

“ To the honour and glory of Almighty God and in proud, loving, and
sacred memory of our Fallen Brothers we dedicate this Memorial, in the
Name of the Father and of the Sor and of theﬁoly Ghost.”

The Headmaster read the Roll of Honour—

The lesson, chosen from * The Wisdom of Solomon,” Chap. I1I., and
read by the Rev. llan Munn, followed :—

“ But the souls of the Righteous are in the Hand of God, and there
shall no torment touch them. In the sight of the unwise they seemed to
die: and their departure is taken for misery, and their going from us to
be utter destruction, but they are in peace. For though they be
punished in the sight of men, yet is their hope full of immortality. And
having been a little chastised, they shall be greatly rewarded: for God
proved them, and found them worthy of Himself.”

Archdeacon Harker then recited the Prayver:—

‘“ Almighty Father, humbly we thank Thee for our brothers, here to
be constantly remembered, who, in unflinching courage, laid down their
lives at duty’s call. We pray that, by this our Memorial, their example
may, in coming days, be better remembered and understood. And,
though, by Thy Mercy, wars, which they died to end, may cease, yet
we pray that there may never be wanting men who will go forth from
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ghis. School with like readiness and devotion of spirit, and who, whether
in life or death, will carry forward Thy work and bear witness to Thy
truth. Amen.”

Then iollowed the noble witness of Valiant for Truth, as he came
to the banks of the Dark River:—

“Then said he, * My sword I give to him that shall succeed me in my
pilgrimage, and my courage and skill to him that can get it. My marke
and scars I carry with me, to be a witness for me that I have fought
His battles, Who will now be my Rewarder. So he passed over and
all the trumpets sounded for him on the other side.”

As if in echo of the trumpets ““ sounding on the other side,” the clean
notes of the “ Reveille” rang out their message of re-awakening and
hope. There followed silence for the space of one minute.

The singing of the National .\nthem brought the service to an end

A beautiful wreath of laurel and Flanders Poppies, bearing  the
words * Tn Remembrance ” was then reverently laid at the base of the
memorial by the Prince.

Other beautiful wreaths were placed by Mr. Williams, ** From the
Old Miltonians ”; by the Headmaster, * From the School ”; and by many
others.

Later, in the Quadrangle, by special desire of His Royal Highness,
the relatives of the Fallen were presented to him.

Such were the details of a very moving School ceremony, intimale
and personal in character, and memorable for its beauty, simplicity, wiul
deep reverence.

All who had taken part went their way in the knowledge that i
tribute had been paid by the School to her Dead in a manner that wa not
unworthy.

These men, whose memory we honour, gave all—we cannot add to
their glory—we cannot share in their sacrifice. But this little we can
do, we can see to it that so long as the School stands, its walls shall be 1
their names, and their deathless story become a well-spring f[rom

which the School may draw its inspiration, in Faith, in Purpose, and in
Sacrifice in the years to come.

In
his account of what happened
the latter states that a number
of Germans came upon them and
both made for their lines, but a
machine-gun was turned upon
them, and Signaller Joss fell. His
companion managed to rcach a
gully, where he lay until cven-
ing, when the Germans took him
prisoner. As he was marched off
he passed the spot where Joss
lay, and saw he had been picrced
through the temple by a bullet.
